Cllr Smith reported that progress on the IAA Neighbourhood Plan was now dependent on 
other authorities.  AVBC had recently agreed to appoint Mr Julian Jackson as Examiner and 
his report was the next step towards the referendum to adopt the IAA NP.

Cllr Westbrooke, as the pc’s representative, had attended the first meeting of the recently 
formed Steering Group looking at ways to purchase the Black Swan Inn held on 5 May. He 
asked the council to consider what funds could be made available to the committee.  After 
discussion, it was AGREED that the council would allocate up to £250 from its contingency 
funds to be used for room hire, publicity and survey costs.  Of this £95 has already been 
spent on room hire and Dale Ingram’s expenses.  The council encouraged the committee 
both to open its meetings to the public and to publicise its progress given the interest shown 
at the recent public meetings and to accept the offers of 
donations already made to finance 
the project whilst seeking funding for the community bid.  

The council AGREED to publicise the Steering Group’s Agendas and Minutes on the IAA PC 
website and to produce a newsletter for distribution at the beginning of June to include details 
of the Steering Group’s progress.

It was also AGREED to continue to pursue the issue 
of surface water down Cliffash Lane requesting that highways reinstate ditches to solve this 
continually recurring problem.
